II. Officer reports

a. President

b. Vice-President

i. There is a U-18 team that wants to play in ARCSA. USASA says it’s a violation of our game bylaws to play within the league but exhibition games can be scheduled. 

ii. While our bylaws won’t allow players under 18, Leia has been designated the point person to explore other options to help this team out. 

c. Treasurer

i. Balance report:$12, 276.66

1. Otter creek fees are still owed for field paint and painting the field. 

2. Checks cut (2)-Burns Park still not paid for the summer 2008. 

ii. Switching banks

1. Arvest to Centennial. Being that ARCSA typically has $5000 in the account, Leia explained to the board we could earn interest on this account and gain instant financial access with online banking. 

d. Secretary

i. 2nd and passed, reading was waived. 

e. Registrar

i. Fall registration

1. Registration dates will be August 23rd and 24th from 2-3 p.m. 

2. Demosphere is 80% complete. The online registration component should be available and completed by the end of the week. It would cost a one time fee of $130 to register online with USASA and Demosphere. 

ii. Open Registration

1. Heath has suggested we employ an open registration format. That would allow players to be added to a team after the registration deadline has passed. 
a. Suggested guidelines are as follows: Unattached players can be added at any time, team requests that occur before the 6th game of the season, and unusual circumstances like a team that has players who either quit or just don’t show up. 

b. The board amended these suggestions to include a $15 dollar late player fee. The motion was 2nd and passed. 

c. Also, this is a trial system that can be dropped at any time pending the president’s or vice-president’s discretion. 

III. Committee Reports

a. Disciplinary

i. Regarding the latest disciplinary issue, it was decided that NLR jurisdiction can allow for more suspensions it they deem necessary. In the event a player’s behavior escalates to the point where a ARCSA suspension may not be the appropriate punishment, NLR is within the right to handle more serious behavioral infractions.
